 First Aid

Swallowed Wash out the mouth thoroughly, then give water to drink and obtain immediate  
medical assistance. 
 

Eye Immediately irrigate with copious quantity of water for at least 15 minutes. Eyelids to be held 
open. Seek medical attention. 
 

Skin Remove any contaminated clothing and wash the affected area with water, then soap and 
water.  If exposure has been prolonged or severe, seek medical advice. 

Inhaled If dust has been inhaled, the patient should be removed to fresh air and 
allowed to rest while medical assistance is being sought.
